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A Few Good Men & Women 

As I meditate today on the selection of Matthias to 
replace Judas, Iôm reminded of the value of 
leaders. The Great Commission requires godly 
men and women who will place Godôs agenda 
ahead of their own. They serve God by leading his 
people. 

Without good leaders, people drift away from the 
mission. Like sheep, they wander off and get lost 
or harmed by wild animals. The enemy of Godôs 
people is cruel and he seeks to devour those God 
loves. Leaders protect the flock by praying for 
them, loving them and encouraging them. Leaders 
place the needs of others ahead of their own. 

Being a leader is difficult. Amateur leadership 
literally pays nothing. And the hours are long. The 
sheep often despise the work of their shepherds 
when their hearts are bent on rebellion. 
Leadership can be a thankless task. 

Whatôs more, sheep have a way of wandering off 
permanently. And shepherds feel that pain deeply. 
No matter how much we invest in the sheep - no 
matter how many hours we spend loving Godôs 
people - some of them will walk away and never 
come back. 

My dad used to tell me, ñDonôt take it personally.ò 
Thatôs easy to say. But how can a shepherd not 
take it personally? We arenôt waiting tables or 
checking out people in the grocery store. Leading 
requires developing relationships ï intimate 
friendships. That is the reward of leadership. And 
the loss of it is the greatest cost. 

Thatôs why leaders burn out and stop caring. 
Caring requires a lot of energy. That energy only 
comes from the Good Shepherd. So, those of us 
who lead have to drink regularly and deeply from 
his well. That way, we will have the capacity to 
keep on loving and protecting the flock when the 
hour is late and the work is hard.
