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Empowered Witnesses 

In Acts 2:1-13, Luke describes the arrival of the 
Holy Spirit. The entire church ï men and women, 
young and old, rich and poor ï receive the gift 
God had promised for hundreds of years. At last, 
the Holy Spirit filled all of Godôs people. 

It becomes clear in this passage that the reason 
the Holy Spirit came was to empower the 
believers to be witnesses of the life, death and 
resurrection of Jesus. In chapter one, Jesus gave 
them their mission: ñYou shall be my witnesses,ò 
and in chapter two the Holy Spirit equipped them. 
They immediately shared the good news with 
everyone who would listen ï in the dialect of those 
who heard. 

The Holy Spirit does the same thing today. He 
empowers us to be missionaries in our homes, 
neighborhoods, schools, jobs, clubs and coffee 
shops. He gives us the words to say and the 
courage to say them. He enables us to make new 
friends and initiate conversations. He gives us the 
compassion to love and listen. He loves our 
friends through us. 

Where is your mission field? Whom has God 
placed directly in your path? How do you need the 
Spiritôs leadership and power this week? 

Take a moment to pray and ask the Holy Spirit to 
empower you to fulfill the mission of Jesus today. 
Ask him to fill you with his presence, his power 
and his love. Invite him to love the people all 
around you through your words, actions and 
attitude. Submit to him. Ask him to use you in 
whatever way he sees fit to love your friends, 
neighbors, family and acquaintances into his 
eternal Kingdom.

Love the people I 
come across today through my words and through 
my choices. Give me wisdom and courage to offer 
my heart.
