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Sharing the Message 

In Acts 2:14-41, Peter shares the good news with 
those who heard the sound of the Holy Spirit and 
gathered to see what was happening. After the 
Jews and Jewish converts heard Peter proclaim 
the gospel, Peterôs audience asked him how they 
should respond. Peter challenged them to repent 
and get baptized in Jesusô name in order to 
receive forgiveness and the Holy Spirit. As a 
result, three thousand people became followers of 
Jesus. 

Jesus invites us to share the good news, too. So, 
we pray for opportunities to present the good 
news with those around us. As we do, God opens 
doors for us to communicate the simple gospel 
with our friends, family, neighbors, associates and 
acquaintances. And the Holy Spirit does what we 
cannot do ï he draws people into the eternal 
Kingdom of the Son as we step out in faith. 

The bridge diagram is one of the easiest and 
clearest ways to share the gospel. By using 
Romans 6.23, we can draw a picture that explains 
the gospel. Check out the picture below.
