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Sharing Life Together 

In Acts 2:42-47, we get a glimpse of what life was 
like in the early church. Believers met together 
every single day for prayer, learning, communion, 
meals, and corporate worship. They shared their 
lives and their possessions with each other. They 
loved one another and they loved outsiders. And 
their number grew every day as outsiders became 
insiders. 

One of the key words is this passage is the word 
translated ñfellowshipò (koinonia). This word 
literally means ñsharing together in something.ò It 
could be used of a business partnership between 
two people. In this case, it means that the church 
was a community ï they shared their meals, their 
stories, their stuff, their pain, their hopes, their 
struggles, their dreams, and their homes. They 
shared everything with their spiritual family. 

And this was so attractive that outsiders wanted to 
be insiders. They wanted to experience this kind 
of intimacy and love. And many became followers 
of Jesus after tasting the love of the church. 

However, in the days to come, this kind of close 
communion would also prove costly. Ananias and 
Sapphira will experience the pain of accountability 
three chapters from now. Community is desirable 
when weôre walking with Jesus. But it hurts when 
we walk away from Christ and from one another. 
Thatôs when we get the hard side of intimacy ï 
discipline. 

Many churches today donôt practice discipline 
because it doesnôt work for them. When you have 
nothing of value to withhold from people, discipline 
is meaningless. But when you have something 
precious that people desire ï intimate, loving 
friendship ï the threat of losing it is often a 
deterrent from spiritual rebellion. 

Howôs the intimacy in your home church? Do you 
experience a kind of closeness and sharing that 
makes outsiders jealous? What would it take to 
make the ties that bind you together even 
stronger? What can you do this week to make 
your community richer?
