In Acts 3.1-10, Peter and John step out in courage 
and faith to offer physical healing to a man 
crippled from birth. They told the man to walk in 
the name of Jesus and he did! What a scene that 
must have been. I can only imagine the impact 
that event had on the life of the young church. 

After that, Godôs people knew that the Holy Spirit 
provided the power to do the same kind of 
miracles they had witnessed in the ministry of 
Jesus. God was still at work, proving his love and 
his power to believers and nonbelievers alike. All 
they needed was the courage to step out and pray 
for their friends and neighbors. 

People all around us are struggling with physical 
illness and disability. Theyôve heard of Jesus, but 
they have never experienced his goodness. They 
long for a taste of what we have ï a small sample 
of the kindness and power of Christ to change 
their lives. They wait. They wait for us to step out 
in bold love and offer to say a simple prayer over 
them. God waits, too. He waits for us to trust him 
enough to allow Him to do something beautiful 
through us. Heôs still waiting. 

Do you believe that God wants to demonstrate his 
compassion and power to the people around you? 
Do you believe God is capable of answering your 
prayers offered in Jesusô name? Whatôs keeping 
you from stepping out and offering to pray for your 
friends, neighbors, family, and acquaintances? 

Perhaps many of your friends and work 
associates (or fellow students) would trust in 
Jesus if they experienced Him like this. So, be a 
witness of the goodness of Jesus by asking 
permission to pray for people in need. And let God 
take care of the hard part!
