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Turn Around! 

In Acts 3.11.26, a crowd quickly arrives to find out 
why the handicapped man can suddenly walk. 
Peter explains the good news, by giving credit to 
Jesus, the author of life. Unfortunately for the 
crowd, they just killed him. But God raised him 
from the dead. And the guilty crowd may 
experience forgiveness and real life if they will turn 
around and begin to follow Jesus. 

Repentance requires genuine sorrow over our 
behavior. We experience guilt and sometimes 
shame over our rebellion. Then, we stop. We get 
off the path weôre on because we know it hurts 
Christ (and us, and others). Finally, we return to 
the path of Jesus and agree to follow him 
wholeheartedly. Where he leads, we will follow. 

Only one path leads to God ï Jesus. And only 
those who actively obey him are headed in the 
right direction. Itôs like this map to Nogales, MX: 

 

Christianity, like I-10, provides easy access to 
Jesus (I-19). But church doesnôt lead to God ï 
only Jesus does. And people find many different 
paths to Jesus. The important question is this: 
ñAre you on the right path, yet?ò And if not, ñAre 
you headed there?ò And for those of us whoôve 
found Christ: ñAre you headed in the right 
direction?ò If not, ñWhat do you need to do to turn 
around right now?ò C. S. Lewis said, ñWe all want 
progress, but if youôre on the wrong road, 
progress means doing an about-turn and walking 
back to the right road; in that case the man who
