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Courage to Speak Up 

In Acts 4.1-22, Peter and John are arrested by the 
Temple authorities and placed in prison. The next 
morning they receive a hearing. Filled with the 
Holy Spirit, Peter boldly declares that Jesus 
healed the lame man, that the leaders killed him, 
and that God raised him from the dead. Peter 
boldly proclaimed, ñSalvation is found in no one 
else, for there is no other name under heaven 
given to men by which we must be saved.ò 

Thatôs courage. Peter knew the leaders had the 
power and the desire to punish him. He knew they 
could beat him, imprison him and cause an 
ñaccidentò to occur in prison. But he also knew 
that Jesus had risen from the dead, that he was 
alive, and that as the Son of God he created the 
heavens and the earth. Peter had nothing to fear, 
because God alone controlled his future. So he 
did what all missionaries are compelled to do ï he 
told his audience the good news that he had 
experienced in Jesus. 

You and I have a story, too. Like Peter, ñwe 
cannot help speaking about what we have seen 
and heard.ò Jesus changed my life, so I have to 
tell friends my story. I grew up in a Christian 
home, but I wasnôt born knowing Jesus. And I 
wasnôt born loving him well. There came a time in 
my life when I was twelve years old that I had to 
recognize that I did not deserve Godôs favor. So, I 
humbly bowed my head and asked God to forgive 
me and I asked Jesus to be the leader of my life. I 
surrendered my life to Jesus and I have followed 
him ever since. I can lay my head on my pillow at 
night in perfect peace ï without any shame ï 
because Jesus paid my price and set me free. 

Whatôs your story? It includes three ideas: 1) What 
your life was like before meeting Christ, 2) How 
you came to know and love Jesus, and 3) How 
God is changing your heart right now. 

Think about your story. Then write it down. And 
then share it this week with one person who 
needs to hear it ï a family member, a friend, or 
someone God places in your path. Then ask God 
to take over and do what only He can do!
