Loving God with our Stuff

In Acts 4.32-37, Luke describes the generosity of
the early church: fiNo one claimed that any of his
possessions was his own, but they shared
everything they hadé There were no needy
persons among them. For from time to time those
who owned lands or houses sold them, brought
the money from the sales and put it at the
apostleséfeet, and it was distributed to anyone as
he had need.o

The early church understood the concept of

stewardship: It all belongs to Jesus. We dond own
anything 1 we merely possess some of God& stuff
temporarily. And one day, our Father will evaluate
how well wede sharing and giving away his stuff to
benefit others. How are you doing? Do you tend to
hoard for yourself? Or do you gladly let go?

Barnabas serves as an example to all of us. He
encouraged others whenever he had an
opportunity. One way he encouraged poor
believers in Jerusalem was by selling a field he
owned and giving the proceeds to the apostles to
distribute to the needy as they saw fit. He thought
of others before himself. That quality manifested
itself over and over in his life, as he encouraged
Paul, the church at Antioch, new believers in Asia
Minor and his cousin, John Mark. Barnabas was a
truly generous follower of Jesus.

Are you generous? Are you quick to share your
stuff with others, even the stuff you treasure
most? Are you willing to live simply, that others
may simply live? What are you willing to do to
make sure the Good News reaches as many
people as possible? What price are you willing to
pay? What are you willing to do without?

Most of us are limited in what we can give
because wede overextended in consumer credit.
Wede bought stuff we cand afford, with money we
dond have, to impress people who dond care. And
now wede stuck as a slave to our lenders.
