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The Source of Our Power 

In Acts 5.1-11, Ananias and Sapphira serve as the 
antithesis of sharing. Because they loved stuff and 
praise from people more than Jesus, they lied to 
the church (and ultimately to God) about their gift. 
God made an example of them and executed 
them both on the spot. 

Godôs swift and severe judgment here seems 
unfair to us. And Peterôs attitude lacks the kind of 
compassion weôve come to expect from our 
spiritual leaders. Why did Peter and God respond 
with such severity to a lie that didnôt seem to hurt 
anyone?  

The mission of Jesus was at stake. Had Ananias 
and Sapphira succeeded, the young church would 
have eventually found out about it and learned 
that itôs possible to lie to God and prosper. And 
the mission of Christ would have died out in the 
first century. You and I would not know Jesus and 
we would probably be worshipping some other 
God or gods. 

The Kingdom of God advanced because the early 
church remained committed to integrity and 
authenticity. The Holy Spirit filled them and used 
them to heal the sick, raise the dead, cast out 
demons, and bring tens of thousands of people to 
a living hope through Jesus Christ. The Good 
News made inroads throughout the Roman 
Empire because the early church refused to be 
false after Godôs judgment on this couple. 

Few things will destroy the power of our testimony 
like deceit, theft, lying, cheating and pretense. We 
must commit to be real, to tell the truth to one 
another, to hide nothing, and to offer our hearts ï 
broken and wounded ï to one another. 
Transparency and authenticity allow the Holy 
Spirit to fill us, use us and do his best work 
through us. But we must be holy, or God cannot 
use us. Like a cup, the inside is much more 
important than the condition of the outside. 

Where do you fail to live honestly and openly? 
What keeps the Spirit from doing his best work 
through you?
